Vandalism and Malicious Mischief 3

The following procedures shall be followed for reporting and investigating vandalism of 7 
school property: 8 
 9 
(1) Where vandalism occurs to School District property, the principal or the responsible 10 

department head shall report the matter immediately to the proper law enforcement 11 
agency, Communications and the Incident Notification Hotline. 12 
 13 
(a) Where a student willfully damages District property, he/she shall be properly 14 

disciplined and the parent/guardian, if the student is a minor, shall be 15 
requested in writing to restore or to replace such damaged or destroyed 16 
property in accordance with the true value as determined by the 17 
Superintendent or designee. In material cases of vandalism, a student shall be 18 
subject to disciplinary action in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct.  19 
 20 

(b) An adult involved in the destruction of District property shall be held solely 21 
responsible for any damages. 22 
 23 

(2) Where vandalism is known to have been committed by a minor and the 24 
parent/guardian refuses to restore or replace the property, a civil action against the 25 
parent/guardian may be instituted by the School District in an appropriate action to 26 
recover damages as provided by law. 27 
 28 

(3) In the case of willful neglect damage to District property, by a person other than a 29 
minor student, the user or the person responsible for the damage shall be responsible 30 
for the replacement of the property or for damages in accordance with the true value 31 
as determined by the Superintendent or designee. 32
